3. The nominee must have given a Public Presentation, Illustrated Talk, or
Demonstration. (10 points)

4. The nominee must have participated in the Kitsap County Fair. ( 20 points)

5. The nominee must have participated in some community service either with the
club or on their own. ( 20 points)

6. The nominating statement must indicate specifically which events the 4-H
member was in attendance. This can be meetings, community service events,
fundraising events, barn clean ups, cat shows, or any other events. The statement
must also indicate specifically how the member was prepared for the events, and
how the member has helped others. Help can be physical help such as setting up,
educational help such as helping another member study, or giving tips and
pointers, or emotional help such as a pat on the back, or encouragement. ( 40

points)
