Reimbursement Policy:

2. Parents of members attending events can attend with their youth at their own
expense.

3. If only one chaperone is needed for the event, the Council may elect to cover
100% of the expenses for the primary chaperone, up to the pre-approved limit.

4. An estimate of expenses must be presented to the Council at the monthly meeting

at least one month in advance of the event. Any expenses above the pre-approved

limit may or may not be approved.

Approval of expenses does not guarantee funding will occur.

6. The Council generally budgets for reimbursement of chaperone costs at 50% for
each of two chaperones to include hotel, mileage (at volunteer rate, unless gas
pump receipt is provided) and registration fees — up to a pre-approved limit.
